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Step 1.
A. Extend the tarp all the way out. 
B. Remove the Slider Covers (part # 502-0447). 
C. Remove the front Mounting Strip and Front Cover (Fig. 2).
D. Flip the tarp up exposing the sliders (Fig. 1).
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Step 2. Installing the Tarp Lifters
Retract the tarp about two feet. This will allow you to 
manually move the bows closer together for easier 
installation. Using the Truss Head Self Drilling Screws 
(part # 506-9928) install Tarp Lifters between each bow section
(Fig. 3 & 4). DO NOT attach to the Front Cover at this time.

Note: All of the Tarp Lifters are the same length except for
ones that go between the front two bow sections. The shortest
Tarp Lifters are installed toward the front of trailer. 

Note: The Truss Head Self Drilling Screws go through the
Slider and into the Bow.
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Step 3. Installing Cable Protector
Extend tarp all the way out. Starting at rear attach Cable
Protector to sliders using Truss Head Screws (part # 506-9927)
(Fig. 5 & 6). Use the the Drill Guide provided to pre-drill holes
in Cable Protector.

Step 5. Installing Cable Protector 
at Front Two Bow Sections
Measure distance between front two bow sections to find 
center. Use the Drill Guide to drill holes in the Cable Protector.
Attach Cable Protector Clamps in center using Truss Head
Screws (part # 506-9927) (Fig. 6). Attach Cable Protector to
pulley box cover using the Truss Head Self Drilling Screws 
(part # 506-9928) (Fig. 6). Warning: Make sure screws DO
NOT go into the cable or the pulleys.

Step 6. Attaching Tarp Lifter to Front Pulley Box
Attach Tarp Lifters to pulley box cover using the Truss Head
Self Drilling Screws (part # 506-9928) (Fig. 6). Warning: Make
sure screws DO NOT go into the cable or the pulleys.

Step 4. Installing Cable Protector Clamps
Measure distance between bow sections to find center. Use the
Drill Guide to drill holes in the Cable Protector. Attach Cable
Protector Clamps in center using Truss Head Screws 
(part # 506-9927) (Fig. 5).

Step 7.  Retract tarp so that rear bow is within two inches of rear pulleys. Pull front of tarp forward to the pulley box
cover. Double fabric over hem tube. Pull fabric tight and fasten to front cover using the aluminum mounting strips and
self tapping screws (part # 506-9929) (Fig. 7 & 8). Be sure the self tapping screws go all the way through and into the
pulley box. Warning: Make sure screws DO NOT go into the cable or the pulleys.
