Welding System to Truck Step 3: If needed, remove tarp before welding to avoid damage (Fig. 10). To
Step 2: Weld system mounting bar to truck (Fig. 9). remove tarp slide the tarp out of the slotted end of the housing and remove from
work area.

Step 4. Reinstall Tarp - If arms already installed:

Slide the front end of tarp (with beaded rod) into the slot of the roller from the oppo-
site side of the locking bolt. If needed, lubricate the edge of the tarp with soapy water
so it will slide into the roller slot easy (Fig. 11).

After the tarp is in place, make sure that it is centered on the roller with an equal
amount of space on each end, and that the bead tubing is also equally spaced. If the
tarp rolls up consistently off to one side or the other, you can offset the tarp to the
opposite side on the roller to start with, this way the tarp will roll up as centered as
possible. Note: See Step 14 & 15 for installing tarp into pullbar.

Pivot Points and Mounting Locations (Low Mount)

Step 5: Determining the Pivot Points and Mounting Locations on each side, care-
ful measurement must be taken to insure that the arm and pivot assemblies are
mounted square and parallel to the truck or trailer body. Locate the proper mounting
positions by determining Point “A” and Point “B” and insuring measurement “D”

and “E” are equal (Fig. 12). Point “C” must be located as low as possible and be the
same on both sides.

Step 6 - Arm Preload: Install Arm and Pivot assemblies with Arm indexed (Fig. 13).
Arms must be indexed with no spring load on pivots. Index Arm at 180 degrees of
travel from the Roller Mechanism for proper preload of the spring. The dotted lines
represent proper 180 degree preload position for applications with Bent Arms.
Mark pivot pin location on box.

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Pivot Points and Mounting Locations (High Mount)

Step 8: Careful measurements must be taken to insure that the arm and pivot assemblies are mounted square and parallel to the truck or trailer body. Locate the proper
mounting positions by determining Point “A” and Point “B” and insuring measurement “D” and “E” are equal (Fig. 15). The pivot “C” should be 1/2 way between Point
“A” and Point “B” and 7" below the top rail on both sides (Fig. 16).

1. Position the first hook 6” (15.24cm) down and 12" (30.48cm) forward (toward the cab) from the first grommet (Fig. 27).
. Position 2nd hook straight down from 1st grommet. This hook should be reached from ground (Fig. 28).
3. Place middle hooks equal distances from grommet (Fig. 29). These hooks should be placed at the same height as
the second hook.
4. Position last hook (closest to the tailgate) below the last grommet at the same height as the others (Fig. 30).
